We have branches across New Zealand and are a member of The World Federation of United Nations Associations (WFUNA) which provides links with other United Nations Associations throughout the world and with the United Nations itself.

· working in coalitions ie Council for International Development Point Seven ODA Campaign, the Aotearoa/NZ Make Poverty History Coalition, and the NZ Human Rights Film Festival.

Events for 2006

A current focus is working together with others to raise the importance of finding ways to achieve the Millennium Development Goals, Global Security and UN Renewal.
2006 is a landmark year as it is the 60th anniversary of the United Nations Association of New Zealand, closely following the the formation of the United Nations itself, which was celebrated with a special event on UN Day 24 October 2005.

UN Secretary-General Kofi Annan's recommendations to governments for UN Renewal are in the report "In Larger Freedom: Towards Development, Security and Human Rights for all" www.un.org/largerfreedom. Governments voted to support some of those renewal ideas at the World Summit in September 2005 with implementation discussions ongoing at the UN General Assembly.
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
